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Article 1 In order to enhance the English communication proficiency of students of National Chiayi University (hereafter referred as ‘NCYU’), broaden their international horizon and enhance their competiveness in the future, NCYU has prescribed NCYU Graduate Student English Proficiency & Graduation Eligibility Policy (hereafter referred as ‘the Policy’).
Article 2 The main purpose of the Policy is to counsel and encourage students to learn English, aiming to enhance their English proficiency comprehensively.
Article 3 The Policy applies to NCYU graduate students (daytime) enrolled in Academic Year 2008 or later. The assessment policies for graduate students of NCYU Department of Foreign Languages will be prescribed separately by Department of Foreign Languages based on its requirements and will have higher assessment criteria. The Policy does not apply to international students or students with disabilities and aged 50 or over whose conditions do not apply to the Policy for specific reasons and which have had been approved at the Faculty Meeting.
Article 4 NCYU assessment measures for enhancing the English proficiency of PhD and graduate students:

English Proficiency Assessment

1) Students need to take the standardized English proficiency test before graduation and need to pass the criteria reference (see table below). Students who reach the criteria reference will meet NCYU English proficiency criteria. Students who have English proficiency test reports provided by organizations accredited by Ministry of Education, ROC or provided by internationally credible organizations need to make a claim to the Language Center, which will review and certify the test report against the criterion reference.

2) Students who do not pass the above criteria have to provide the score report of the above test, and participate in NCYU-based English tests. Those who fail to pass the NCYU-based English test once have to take the supplementary course ‘Internet-Based Training Program of Basic English Communication’ (please refer to ‘NCYU Policies for Internet-Based Training Program of Basic English Communication), or other programs accredited by the Language Center. Students who pass the course will be deemed as passing NCYU English proficiency assessment.
3) The level of difficulty of NCYU-based English proficiency tests are equivalent to that of GEPT High-Intermediate Level. Students taking the test for the first time can register for the test free of charge but will need to pay for the registration fee NTD 100 for taking the test for the second time.
Article 5 Students who have passed English proficiency tests taken outside NCYU campuses need to provide a valid score report and register it with NCYU Language Center. The test report will be the used as the criteria reference for their English proficiency assessment.
Article 6 Students who take standardized non-native language proficiency tests as an alternative to NCYU English Proficiency Test should refer to ‘NCYU English Proficiency & Graduation Eligibility Policy’.
Article 7 Graduate or PhD students who have passed standardized English proficiency tests prior to enrolment to NCYU can submit a valid score report to and register it with the Language Center after enrolment, which will be deemed as passing NCYU English proficiency requirements.
Article 8 The Policy will be implemented after being passed at the Faculty Meeting and approved by NCYU Principal Chan.
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
