Dear Sir or Madam:


This letter is submitted by Axxxxxxxxxx Co. (hereinafter, “Axxxxxxxxxxxx” ) in support of the application of Mr. Yxxxxx Cxxxx, a Taiwan national, for an E-2 Treaty Investor as a Principal Investor.  The application is made pursuant to the treaty of commerce and navigation between the United States and Taiwan.

The “E-Commerce” Game Ware Company

Mr. Yxxxxx C is the principal investor, and acquires all the issued as well as outstanding shares of stock, of the Axxxxxxxxxxxx.  The Axxxxxxxxxxxx was recently incorporated for the purpose of selling game-wares online, at the beginning through the famous eBay online auction. Its preliminary targeted market segment is those game-players who are able to read English and use the internet.  And pretty soon, it will enlarge its targeted market segment to include those Chinese game-players, both in the United States and around the world, who are unable to read English at all, and probably are unable to use the internet.    

As we all know well, during the past decade, the global computer network, commonly known as the internet, provides a new global marketplace with a potential audience of hundreds of million.  Many online businesses that successfully took advantage of this unprecedented marketing channel, such as the Amazon.com and the eBay.com, actually became giants in a very sudden manner.    


Better, although doing business online has great potential, it does not necessarily require big initial capitalization, nor does it require high level of knowledge in computer science.  So long as one can read and type, one is presumably capable of doing business online.  Moreover, as discussed in detail in the Warranty, Post-Sales Service, and Customers Satisfaction section in the attached Business Plan, the Allengameware is able to provide customers-satisfying warranty and post-sales service, without running a high cost repairing facility.  In addition, as discussed in detail in the Just-In-Time Purchasing Inventory Control section in the Business Plan, the Axxxxxxxxxxxx need not, and indeed, shall not, maintain a high level of inventory of game-wares, particularly because of the high reliability of the supply in Xxxxxxx area.  All these together enable the Axxxxxxxxxxxx to start its online auction business without big initial capitalization.  


In furtherance of this endeavor, on February 26, 2004, Mr. C asked his mother, Mrs. C Y Y C, to electronically transfer $50,978 from a bank in Taiwan into the Axxxxxxxxxxxx’s business account at the Washington Mutual.  (Please see the attached document, bank statement of the Washington Mutual, showing the electronic transfer of funds from a foreign bank to a U.S. bank.  NOTE: In this bank statement, the Sender Name is the Bank of New York, appearing to be a U.S. bank, rather than a foreign bank.  This is because the Washington Mutual has no direct connection with any bank in Taiwan.  All electronic transfer of funds from a bank in Taiwan into Washington Mutual must go through other U.S. banks, such as the Bank of New York.)  


Mr. C’s $50,000 investment represents nearly all of the total value of the start-up costs.  With this initial capitalization, the Axxxxxxxx has already established a fully functional eBay store for processing the internet orders, and the internet auction, including but not limited to, receiving credit card payments online.  (Please see the attached document, e-mail from the eBay, and http://xxxxxxxx.) 


Furthermore, the Axxxxxxxxxxx’s eBay store has been open for business since this May.  And, at current stage, the Axxxxxxxxxx maintains a list of about 120-150 items for online auction.  Better, the Axxxxxxxxx has already received bids from those eBay users.  Some transactions have been actually consummated automatically after the expiration of the bidding deadline.  


Currently, the Axxxxxxxxxx’s is working on a series of marketing strategies to raise the brand awareness among those internet users, specifically, those who are able to read English.  Under the current plan, in 2006, the Axxxxxxxxxx will further target specifically on those Chinese customers who cannot read English nevertheless are able and willing to play games, by establishing a Chinese web-site and placing advertisements in Chinese media, probably even outside the United States.  


Accordingly, in the best case, as opposed to the worst case, of five years Cash Flow Projection section in the attached Business Plan, the projected sales income in 2006 will reach $600,000.  And, because the revenue/per employee is about $150,000 to $200,000 per year, the projected sales in 2006 will require further hiring of at least two U.S. workers.

The Alien’s Qualification


Mr. C completed his high school in Axxxx, and currently is studying at the xxxxxxxxx in Xxxxxxx.  He has been using computer and game-wares for seven years.  He is both a game-ware nerd and a computer nerd.  Unfortunately, by now, he has obtained neither degree in computer, nor degree in playing game-wares.  Indeed, he has not yet obtained any college degree.  (NOTE: Not until recently, did a few colleges in the United States start offering master degree in designing games.)  


Although the lack of formal and traceable educational background is usually viewed as evidences of incompetence or inability, this negative presumption is neither irrebutable, nor always correct.  Many contemporary cases have sufficiently established that formal educational background is not indispensable to achievement.  For example, when Mr. Bill Gate established his software kingdom, he had not yet obtained his college degree in Harvard.  And, Mr. Yung-Chin Wang, the founder of Taiwan Plastic, only studied in school for six years.  


Therefore, in determining whether the alien has the required capacities for fulfilling his duties, we must also take the totality of circumstances into consideration.  During the past months, Mr. C has successfully established a fully operative eBay online auction store, and is able to place and constantly maintain a list of game-wares online for auction.  These facts together strongly suggest, if not yet conclusively established, that he has the required capacities to handle the day-to-day operations for this E-Commerce business.  And, if he does need help in doing marketing or operations management, he can just hire a professional to do it.   


Moreover, Mr. C is bilingual.  He speaks both English and Chinese.  To a great extent, this provides him advantages in dealing with Chinese customers, particularly if he eventually decides to run a few subsidiary companies in Chinese-Speaking countries.    

 
Most of Mr. C’s immediate family members are in Taiwan.  His father Mr. Cxxxxx, C, has long been running a custom service in Taiwan for decades. His mother, Mrs. C Y Y C who previously provided $50,000 for the initial capitalization of the Axxxxxxxxxxx, is willing to, and probably able to, provide more funds if in need.  (Please see the attached document, a Household Certificate, issued by Taiwan Government.)    

Terms of Employment


We propose to assign Mr. C as a principal investor and a CEO in the United States, on a temporary basis.  Currently, there are no E-1 or E-2 visa holders working for the Axxxxxxxxxx, and Mr. Cx will not be replacing an E visa holder.  As compensation for his services, Mr. Cxxxx will receive an annual salary of $27,000 plus the standard company benefit’s package.  Mr. Cxxxx will leave the United States at the end of his lawful stay
